How to Use Syllabus

What is syllabus?

A syllabus is created in order to familiarize the students with the class policy and learning schedule. It can
be considered a “contract” that both students and faculty must comply with. Students are encouraged to
utilize the syllabus not only at the time of course registration but throughout the lecture period, as a tool to
study systematically toward accomplishing the goals set by each course.
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If you know the name of the subject that you want to read the syllabus, you
can search for it directly by entering the name in the “Subject name” field.

If you enter an instructor’s name in the “Subject name” field, you will get
the list of subjects taught by the instructor.

You can also do a keyword search to find subjects that are related to
keywords of your interest. For example, if you are interested in finance and
civil law, enter “finance civil law” in the subject name field to search for
subjects that include both finance and civil law in the syllabus.
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“Course  Code,” “Undergraduate or
Graduate,” “Subject name,” “Instructor,”
“Campus”, "Credits” and “Day of the
week” and “period” of each subject are
displayed on the Search results page.
